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Texas law requires anyone who suspects adult abuse, neglect, or exploitation to report it to the Texas Abuse Hotline at 1-800-252-5400 or online at TxAbuseHotline.org. Callers can remain anonymous. Learn how to recognize adult abuse, neglect, or exploitation at Everyonesbusiness.org.
Last year, APS investigated the situations of 84,439 people, who were 65 or older or had disabilities, and found that 49,284 of them suffered one or more forms of abuse, neglect or, financial exploitation. Self-neglect was at least one factor for most of these people. APS’ job is to investigate these situations and connect people with the services in their communities they need.
